              Minutes of Called Meeting for Business, Eight Month 17, 2014
At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on Eight Month 17, 2014:

We gathered at approximately 9:00 am for worship. 
Friends gathered to further consider the report from the Working Group on Leadings. This report has been worked on by Friends over several months. The appropriate minutes from June's business meeting were read and copies of A Proposal for Green Street Monthly Meeting to Support, Grow, and Care for Leadings and Ministries were given to Friends to review. Friends as a whole were very supportive of moving forward with the proposal while still grappling with concerns of internal Meeting resources and how to engage individuals external to the Meeting. The Meeting approved the draft proposal with two changes: switching 1a with 1b so that "Early Support" comes before "Clearness Committee"; and changing "Support" committee to "Clearness" committee in item 2. Friends also acknowledge that there is additional thought and work to be done before engaging individuals outside of the Meeting, including who in the Meeting will be responsible.

One Friends said: "Live up to the light thou hast...the light grows the more that you tap into it. The more you take advantage of and shed light, the more light will be given us."

It was reported that only 11% of the Necessitous Cases Fund is restricted, and there is enough money in that fund to support those with leadings and ministries.

Friends also considered and approved the following recommendation from the Working Group on Leadings: "That the meeting approve a contribution of $5,000 to the Germantown Life Enrichment Center, designated to support GLEC’s sustainability work as conducted by its director of development and sustainability, our member Susan Christian."
